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In the second year of high school, we offer Korean and Chinese language courses as an elective. In
the future, Japan needs to interact more with Asian countries such as Korea and China. We need to
contribute to a better global society. Experiencing Korean and Chinese culture in addition to English
speaking countries’ culture increases students’ ambition to learn. It helps us foster globally-minded
citizens.
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Our Global Understanding is a class to teach young people to stand out
and soar high in this global age. In the first half, students learn the
basics of diversity and intercultural understanding. The second half is
focused on debate to foster communication skills. ~ Globally, people are

evaluated on merit. To be proud of Japan and powerfully convey Japan
and Japanese culture to the world—that is a true global citizen.
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EIKEN is a test to evaluate and demonstrate English ability, widely-
recognized both domestically and internationally. All students aim
to pass at least Grades Pre 2 and 2 by graduation. We have several
students who pass the highest level, Grade 1, while in high school.
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Shorin produces top results in English debate, speech, and presentation
contests at the National level. In Debate, students debate a set topic
and compete to see who can present their thoughts the most logically.
We participate in contests for both high school students and university
students and even participate in contests abroad. There are two basic
types of debate: academic or policy debate where the topic is set

beforehand and parliamentary or impromptu debate where the topic is
announced 20 minutes before the match. We practice debating every day.
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The Japanese speech contest is unique to Shorin Global. Exchange
students make a speech about a set topic in Japanese. Japanese mentor
students check the speech and give them practical advice. Through this

contest, both Japanese and international students exchange ideas and
improve their communication abilities.
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We solidify students' understanding of English grammar. They learn
the basics and improve their reading and writing ability. The course
serves as preview for other English courses, deepening students' overall
understanding of English. We provide detailed, careful instruction.
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Shorin’s Guidance Counseling Program

In the 2021 entrance exams, Shorin students set a new record of 111 students entering high level public and private universities. In particular, the number of students who got into Waseda, Sophia, Chuo, Hosei, and Gakushuin University was the
highest it has ever been. Furthermore, 2 students entered high level universities abroad. Even in these uncertain times, with a new entrance exam system and the corona virus pandemic, Shorin students faced these challenges head on and reached new
heights. Shorin has an international high school course, and English is our strength. Shorin maximizes students’ potential with a thorough English education and careful guidance tailored to their individual needs.
Our mission is to support students’ ICT education and train global leaders who play an active role in society.

The 2021 university entrance exams test both humanity and integrated skills. English and Japanese ability form the foundation for these skills. Shorin is of course outstanding in English. We offer students opportunities to converse with native
English speaker teachers and develop practical English communication skills through daily classes. Students enjoy the opportunity to use and practice real English through Eiken Pratical English Proficiency Test preparation courses and coaching,
English speech contests, study abroad, and school trips to English speaking countries. Students develop a good balance of the 4 key skills of reading, writing, speaking, and listening. Japanese language education also focuses on maximizing students’
ability to read, write, listen, and speak. Students learn to accurately interpret charts and graphs, find common issues and themes in multiple passages, and write descriptive answers. Problems on university entrance exams are becoming more and more
diverse. Shorin teaches students concrete problem solving and language skills necessary to excel on all types of entrance exams. In all subjects, we go beyond just teaching the textbook. Students learn the essence of everything they study. They learn
how to use the knowledge they acquire. Shorin students master the skills of humanity, intergrated, critical thinking, and expression that are so essential to succeed in today’s world.
