Accelerated University Preparatory Course
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In our Accelerated Track, students complete
a rich and challenging curriculum with the
ultimate goal of becoming true international
elites. In addition to 114 credits over three
years, elective seminars allow students to
overcome their weak points and encourage
students to get into university directly from
senior high school. Moreover, our curriculum is
designed so that students finish the senior year
high school curriculum in their second year,
giving them ample time to study for university
entrance exams. Students can thoroughly
increase their level of understanding as they
prepare for entrance exams.
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Students aim to get into university directly
after senior high school, and our one of a kind
curriculum meets their high expectations
We provide students with a solid academic
foundation and develop their higher analytical
skills through a high-level education, selecting
only the best and the brightest students.

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Shorin produces top results in English debate, speech,
and presentation contests at the National level. In
Debate, students debate a set topic and compete to
see who can present their thoughts the most logically.
We participate in contests for both high school
students and university students and even participate
in contests abroad. There are two basic types of
debate: academic or policy debate where the topic
is set beforehand and parliamentary or impromptu
debate where the topic is announced 20 minutes
before the match. We practice debating every day.
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One purpose of the test is for students to pass their
grade level, but some students try to pass prel before
they graduate.
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In the second year of high school, we offer Korean
and Chinese language courses as an elective. In
the future, Japan needs to interact more with Asian
countries such as Korea and China. We need to
contribute to a better global society. Experiencing
Korean and Chinese culture in addition to English
speaking countries’ culture increases students’
ambition to learn. It helps us foster globally-minded
citizens.
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Our Global Understanding is a class to teach young
people to stand out and soar high in this global age.
In the first half, students learn the basics of diversity
and intercultural understanding. The second half
is focused on debate to foster communication skills.
Globally, people are evaluated on merit. To be proud
of Japan and powerfully convey Japan and Japanese
culture to the world—that is a true global citizen.

Global. Exchange students make a speech about a set
topic in Japanese. Japanese mentor students check
the speech and give them practical advice. Through
this contest, both Japanese and international students
exchange ideas and improve their communication
abilities.
